Swapped out an incandescent light bulb for CFL 

Got more engaged in environmental activism 

Talked to hallmates about what conserving resources 

Used a powerstrip to shut off appliances when not in use

Turned off the faucets when I brushed my teeth

Performance of dorms differed greatly
